	Social Studies 

If you’ve not finished, finish your country study this week 
Do some research about how your chosen country has been affected by the Covid-19 outbreak:
· Have they gone into lockdown?

· When did they start to be affected?
· How is the news covering the situation there?

· How is their current experience different to someone living in Scotland?
Social Studies - Tourism
The Covid outbreak has hugely affected the tourist industry. They will be now looking towards re opening and how that will be possible with restrictions still in place. Pick one tourist attraction in Edinburgh to research e.g. Edinburgh Castle, The Botanic Gardens, Scottish National Museum, Camera Obscura or pick one you know well and have visited previously.

Task

Create a leaflet for that place encouraging visitors to come back once lockdown restrictions have been lifted BUT you must think about and include what social distancing measures should be put in place to help people feel confident about visiting. (you can make these up using current social distancing guidance).
Suggestion of how your leaflet might be presented, fold into small booklet (Success Crietria)
1. Front Page – Attraction name, great reopening, date of reopening

2. What the place has to offer, why tourists should go there.

3. What are they doing to make sure you are safe as you can be? E.g. Hand wash, masks, no food on offer, restricted numbers in place etc, arrows on floor etc..
